Tibetan National Sports Association (TNSA) is happy to announce that the 2010 GCMGC football tournament is to be held at Bylakuppe, South India. The commencement date of the tournament is tentatively fixed in the second week of September. Clubs wishing to participate in the tournament are requested to see the terms and conditions set by TNSA before registration.
